Over the past winter, TTCD staff 

have begun working on a new pro-

ject.  TTCD is working closely with 

the Native Village of Tyonek, local 

landowners, and other partners to 

develop a watershed action plan for 

all waterways from Nikolai Creek to 

Beluga River. The overall goal of 

this project is to provide a frame-

work to restore, enhance, and pro-

tect freshwater systems.  

As part of this project, TTCD plans 

to develop and implement strategies 

to deal with threats to the water-

shed, including pike, invasive 

plants, water quality concerns, and 

barriers to fish passage. In March, 

TTCD held the first ever pike derby 

in the Tyonek area, and is currently 

planning a second derby for later 

this summer. TTCD is also working 

with the Tyonek Native Corporation to remove a fish passage barrier on Old Tyonek Creek (locally 

known as Robert’s Creek) later this summer. By installing a larger culvert on this creek, over 10 miles of 

additional spawning and rearing habitat will become available to kings, silvers, pinks, and hooligan. 

TTCD is committed to a locally driven, cooperative approach to protecting natural resources. By work-

ing closely with all landowners, stakeholders, and partners to develop the Tyonek Area Watershed 

Plan, TTCD plans to address local concerns at the community level and to deal with issues that are of 

concern to the entire watershed. 
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Spring has sprung, and TTCD is getting ready for another summer season in the District! This year, 

TTCD will be working on multiple projects, including watershed planning, fish passage improvements, 

pike removal, invasive plant monitoring, and Tyonek Garden improvements.  Read on to learn more. 
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In 2015, TTCD will begin the 4th 

year working with the Tyonek Gar-

den, and  are again working close-

ly with the Tebughna School to 

plant vegetable and flower starts. 

Highlights: 

In January, TTCD and the Tebugh-

na School welcomed several rep-

resentatives of the Farm to School 

Program to Tyonek, including the 

National Director and the AK Coor-

dinator of this program. 
 

2015 brings necessary garden ex-

pansions and improvements  in-

cluding using the field behind the 

high tunnels and implementing a 

drip irrigation system.

In 2014, TTCD received funding from 

ConocoPhillips to provide hands-on 

science education at the Tebughna 

School in Tyonek. Throughout the 

2014-2015 school year, TTCD staff 

have provided monthly science les-

sons to students in Tyonek. We call 

this new program TYCS (pronounced 

tykes), or the Tyonek Youth Conser-

vation Science Program. 

Over the past year, Tebughna School 

students have learned about the 

salmon life cycle, watershed ecology, 

plant biology, and planted and har-

vested local produce at the Tyonek 

Garden. Students also played a role 

in watershed planning for the Tyonek 

area by listing their priorities and con-

cerns for the watershed.  

TTCD plans to continue this successful 

program into the next school year.
